Via San Antonio: Take U.S. Hwy 90 West to Sabinal. Turn right on Hwy 187. In
approximately two miles the road forks, bear left onto Highway 127 to Concan. Travel
approximately 20 miles. Just before Hwy 127 intersects Hwy 83, turn right onto County
Road 348 (River Road). House Pasture Cattle Company is located 3.2 miles on the right.
Via Uvalde: Take Hwy 83 North approximately 20 miles. Turn right onto Hwy 127
immediately turn left on County Road 348 (River Road). House Pasture Cattle Company
is located 3.2 miles on the right.

Via Junction/Leakey: Take Hwy 83 South, approximately 17 miles south of Leakey.
Turn left onto Hwy 127, and immediately turn left onto County Road 348 (River Road).
House Pasture Cattle Company is located 3.2 miles on the right.
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
